3. In your own words, describe what all contributed to the  
great joy of the wise men.

4. What do you notice about God’s activity in this story, not 
only with the wise men, but also with Joseph and Mary?  
Describe how each character in the story must have viewed God.

5. As you look forward to the Advent season, in what practical 
ways might you attempt to transfer your hope from the  
temporal to eternal?
