
1 Corinthians 15:3-20













For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also 
received: that Christ died for our sins in accordance 
with the Scriptures, that he was buried, that he was 
raised on the third day in accordance with the 
Scriptures…



…and that he appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve. 
Then he appeared to more than five hundred brothers 
at one time, most of whom are still alive, though some 
have fallen asleep.





He was killing Christians, then he spent his life dying for 
their message.





What would it take for you to believe your own brother 
was God?





People don’t die for something

Their response wasn’t “the tomb isn’t empty.” It was
